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This portion of the agenda is designed to allow the public an opportunity to bring matters to the attention of the Board.  The Board will neither engage in debate nor deliberate at the time of public comment.  However, they may ask questions for clarification only.  The total time allotted for ALL public comment will be no more that 30 minutes per Board Meeting.
1. A Public Comment Request Form must be completed and submitted to the Coalition Office Manager prior to the beginning of each meeting.
2. Public Commenters will speak in order of receipt of their completed request form.  Should 30 minutes expire before all public commenters have spoken, the remaining speakers will be invited to return to the next board meeting.  The order of these speakers will begin with the remaining speakers first, and then the newly signed up speakers will follow.
3. When your name is called, please stand, state your name, and make your comment.  Comments should be concise and to the point.  Supporting documentation may be distributed to the Board; documents will be filed with the minutes.

4. Individual speakers have up to 3 minutes.

5. A spokesperson representing a group present has up to 5 minutes.

6. Clapping, heckling or verbal outbursts in support or opposition to a speaker’s comments is not allowed.

7. Repetitious comments are also discouraged.

Note:  Comment to the Board does not constitute a formal complaint, is not considered a request for records under the Public Records Act, and does not require staff response unless directed to do so by the Board.
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
